Secure negative battery cable away from positive 

side of battery and all other positive voltage 

sources on vehicle.  

Safety First: Always wear appropriate safety 

gear including safety glasses when performing 

any electrical work. It is highly recommended that 

safety glasses be worn throughout this installa-

tion process. Be sure vehicle is on level surface, 

secure and cool. 

Installation: 

1. Remove the old lens using a small flat head 

screw driver. Gently insert it between lens and 

fender tip light housing at the TOP center of the 

lens to depress the lens tabs down and gently 

ease the lens forward. 

2. The lens has 2 small tabs on top and 1 larger 

tab on  the bottom.  

3. Install the new lens by inserting the single larg-

er tab at the bottom of the lens into the bottom 

of fender tip housing. 

4. Press the 2 smaller tabs against the top of the 

fender tip housing until they snap into place. 

5. Verify the lens is seated correctly.     
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
